The castle of Maxstoke was completed in 1345, is one of the oldest privately owned and continuously
inhabited castles in England. It was commissioned by Sir William Clinton, 1st Earl of Huntindon. It was
purchased by the Dilke (later Fetherston-Dilke) family in 1599, whose descendants remain in the castle. It
lies about 15 miles East of Birmingham and is now the home of Maxstoke Park Golf Club.
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
