Prout's first recorded visit to Hastings was in August 1815 and he lived there between 1837 and 1844. As
there is no natural harbour at Hastings, fishing boats have to be pulled up onto the beach - a practice that
continues today. 

The present work is in his intermediary style and dates from circa 1820. A related work of boats on the
beach at Hastings was with Guy Peppiatt Fine Art in 2016 (summer catalogue no.15).
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
